Children will learn basic sentence construction for statements and questions, all this without any type of  
grammar lesson.  Singing with the guitar, the students will learn Spanish songs, and they will memorize  
bible verses.  Classroom lessons are play or game based, immersing the students in the Spanish language  
while engaging in fun and repetitive activities.  Lessons at home will include worksheets on the  
vocabulary learned, the exploration some of the culture and customs of holidays celebrated in Spanish  
speaking countries, as well as identifying the 21 Spanish speaking countries on a map.  Home work sheets  
will use familiar icons as used in class, and will have varied skill levels from the non-readers up to  
challenges for 4th graders.  Parents welcomed (encouraged).
