Students will learn the elements and prin-
ciples of design, composition, color theory, vocabulary, 3-dimensional design, beginning drawing
techniques and will use a wide variety of art material all integrated with art history.  This course is
teacher-designed following the National Visual Arts Standards.

In class students will learn the elements
and principles of design, composition, color theory, art vocabulary, 3-dimensional design, perspec-
tive, plus drawing and painting techniques with some professional supplies. Art history is incorpo-
rated within the lessons.  This course is teacher-designed following the National Visual Arts
Standards.

Art Supply List

Elementary Art

1 container to hold all of your child's supplies to be brought back and forth (a tackle box, Rubber-
maid container or a small back pack are just some ideas) You may want to put crayons, markers,
etc. into separate zip lock storage bags as the supplies tend to dump out into their containers.
*Don’t forget to use a sharpie to label all items with your child’s initials. It’s amazing how
many I find on the floor!

1 smock or cover up (an old adult size T- shirt works well)

Crayola 50 count colored pencils

Crayola Super Tip Markers - 50 count (make sure they are new for the year) Michael’s carries the
50 count.

Crayola 96 count crayons for a nice variety of colors

Crayola 24 count watercolors with brush

1 Portfolio (like below) Any brand or color

Intermediate, High School, and Drawing Supply List

It is important for students to own these items so they may work on artwork at home. (Most of
these supplies can be found at Michael’s or Hobby Lobby.) Watch for Michaels 40% off on 1 prod-
uct coupon (Michael’s ad) in the newspaper for the more expensive items. Also, look on line for
online 40% offs coupons at Hobby Lobby and Michaels. If you like to purchase things on line,
DickBlick.com has great rates! *Don’t forget to use a sharpie to label all items with your
child’s initials.

*Strathmore Drawing Pad (not sketch pad) or similar type (11x 14)   Weight of paper must be
over 60 lbs.

*Magic Rub vinyl eraser (may come with Graphite Drawing Kit)

*Pencil Sharpener (may come with Graphite Drawing Kit)

*Any container to hold supplies.

Prismacolor 48 Colored Pencil Set (we will not need this right away) These pencils are somewhat
expensive, but they are superior and these pencils can be purchased individually if one particular
color runs out or if you would like to add to your basic colors.
